Hardware Torque Specifications & Installer Responsibility

as guidelines based on standard Grade 5 / Grade 8 (SAE) and Class 8.8 / 10.9 (Metric)
hardware.

It is the installer’s responsibility to ensure all fasteners are tightened to the appropriate
torque. Failure to torque hardware correctly can lead to part failure, vehicle damage, or
personal injury. Always verify torque requirements in the vehicle’s factory service manual
when available.
