In order for the fitment to be correct, you need to cut the diffuser as shown in the above pictures.
You do hot have to use a band saw. Any cutting tool will work on this step.
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METHOD | WITH DIFFUSER_

Re-install the Bezel and tighten down the four T-10 Torx
Remove the 3M backing and make sure the wire is not in the way. Screws

Place the stock diffuser back in its original location. Place your ORACLE Halo ring right on top of the diffuser.

METHOD 2 WITHOUT DIFFUSER

For Non-RS owners, A small amount
of epoxy/adhesive is needed to hold
the halo ring in place.

ALMOST DONE!:
Now place the lens back onto the housing
and clamp it together. Allow 12-24 hrs for
full drying time.

Each headlight is different if you
do not like using the clamps to
hold the light for curing you may
also try vise-grips, ratchet straps,
or any other means to hold the
lens and the housing together
While the seal is drying.

If you feel that the seal is not <
completely watertight you can add
a “wicking” silicone over the dried seal.

WIRING THE HEADLIGHTS:

Option #1- Connect to the parking lights.
This is a grat option if you want to turn on and off the halos by using
the factory headlight switch. (Halos will stay on with the headlights).
